Italian immigrants brought the pizza to countries like England, 
France, Spain, and the United States. It only gained popularity in 
the USA after WWII when soldiers looked for this fast food they got 
used to eating whilst fighting in Europe.


Today, pizzas are famous all over the world. Top one with your 
ingredients - from cheese to pineapple to salami to seafood.
