



SELF-INTRODUCTION


Talkmor suggestion: 

Wave at your students. Make sure you have everyone’s attention. 
Use your hands to point at yourself and say “Hello”. You can 
alternate, with “Hi”.


Point at yourself and say, I’m teacher [NAME].


Point at each student and elicit the sentence, ‘Hello/hi, I’m 
[NAME].’


Listen to their pronunciation when they repeat the word. Go to 
each one and listen carefully. Help and correct the pronunciation.


Lesson Objectives 
This lesson allows students to work with simple introductions, 
and how to greet others. They will give their names, hometown, 
nationality, and telephone numbers. The students will also ask 
simple questions to get to know each other.

Target Language
