Round Robin Questions

Begin with one of your stronger [better] students. Ask the student to

tell you what he/she likes doing on vacation. Get one or two more

answers and then begin. With the round-robin questions:

1. Do you like to do nothing on your vacation or do you like to be
busy?

2. Would you prefer a holiday on the beach or in the snowy
mountains?

3. What type of “family” vacation do you like? Going to visit family
members in another city/country, or on a farm?

4. If you stay at home for the vacation, what do you usually do?
