Explanation and Examples 
1. "How about..."

• Use this to suggest an idea or an activity.

• Structure: How about + verb-ing / noun?

• Examples:


◦ "How about going for a walk?"


◦ "How about some ice cream?”


2. "Let's..."

• Use this to suggest an activity that includes the speaker and the listener(s).

• Structure: Let's + base verb

• Examples:


◦ "Let's watch a movie."


◦ "Let's meet at 6 PM.”


3. "Why don't we..."

• Use this to suggest an idea in a more persuasive or encouraging way.

• Structure: Why don't we + base verb?

• Examples:


◦ "Why don't we try that new restaurant?"


◦ "Why don't we study together?”


4. "Shall we..."

• Use this to politely suggest doing something together.

• Structure: Shall we + base verb?

• Examples:


◦ "Shall we go for a walk?"


◦ "Shall we start the meeting?"
