A. Holiday Time Dice Game – Tense Practice 

How to play

1. Roll two dice.

2. Look at the numbers you rolled and check the tense and prompt in the table below.

3. Make a sentence using the correct tense.


• First die = Choose the tense.

• Second die = Choose any prompt from the table.


Example 
	 First die: 	 2 → Use past tense.

	 Second die: 	5 → Use "eat ice cream." - “Last summer, I ate ice cream every day.”


Bonus Word Challenge 
After making a sentence, close your eyes and press down on the paper to select a 
random holiday word. You must add this word to your sentence!


Example 
Sentence: "Last summer, I ate ice cream every day."

Random bonus word: Fireworks ➡ "Last summer, I ate ice cream every day while 
watching fireworks."

2.  Tense Sorting Challenge 

How to play 
1. Close your eyes.

2. Press down randomly on the paper and pick a sentence.

3. Open your eyes. Look at your sentence.

4. Decide: Is it Present, Past, or Future?

5. Challenge: Change the sentence to a different tense (one of the other two tenses).


Example 
If you pick: "They will decorate the house for Christmas." You say: “It is future tense.”


Change Sentence 
Past: "They decorated the house for Christmas last year."

Present: "They decorate the house for Christmas every December."
