*  We use the Simple Present for things you do every day or always.
o Form: 1 eat, you walk, he sleeps (add 's' for he/she/it)
o Time words: every day, always, often, usually
*  We use the Simple Past for things that happened yesterday or in the past.

o Form (regular): walk + ed = walked

o Form (irregular): go = went, eat = ate, have = had
o Time words: yesterday, last night, last week, 5 days ago

*  We use the Future with WILL for things that will happen tomorrow or in the future.

o  Form: will + verb (no 's', no 'ed’)

o Time words: tomorrow, next week, soon, in 2 days
