He said that he had enjoyed his last tour and that it was amazing.

Q: Will you visit South America? A: “Yes, I'll go next summer.”
He said that he would go to South America next summer.

Q: Are you nervous before shows? A: “Sometimes, yes.”

He said that he was sometimes nervous before shows.

Q: What advice do you have for young singers?  A: “Work hard and believe in yourself.”

He said that young singers should work hard and believe in themselves.
